u Initially operated through the Tús Community Activation Scheme with participants 

learning new skills in furniture repair and upcycling

u Lack of continuity amongst scheme participants and loss of skills from the project

u IRD Duhallow secured a 12-month contract for 4 full time equivalents including Craft 

and Upholstery Operatives, Stock Control/Sales and an Accounts Administrator. 

u Unfortunately , the service was not approved a position for a Coordinator despite the 

grave need for an experienced dedicated manager to fully realise the potential and 

economic viability of the enterprise. We are hopeful that this will be reviewed in the 

future.

u A new joint application for CSP funding with Duhallow Warmer Homes for the period 

2018-2020 was submitted earlier this year and we are awaiting a response on this.
